	Generic Provision to meet Educational Outcomes

	High quality teaching, differentiated for individual pupils, is the first step in responding to pupils who have or may have SEN.  High expectations should be set by teachers for every pupil whatever their prior attainment.

For pupils identified as having SEN, schools will take action to remove barriers to learning and put into place effective special educational provision.  A graduated approach will be undertaken which draws upon the four part cycle (Assess, Plan, Do, Review) with actions revisited, refined and revised with a growing understanding of Xxx’s needs and the support needed in helping Xxx to make good progress and securing good outcomes.

The setting will provide additional support from within their core funding (Element 2).  The nationally prescribed threshold per pupil, per year, is currently £6000.  The LA will provide top up funding (Element 3) of £(INSERT HB) per financial year.  Support will be provided on an individual basis or in a smaller group.

· The setting will monitor, evaluate and update the ILP or “Steps to Achieve the Outcomes” at least twice a year.

· Xxx should be actively involved in setting targets and monitoring them.

· In the academic year prior to transferring to the next phase of Xxx’s education and prior to changing settings, the annual review should be arranged no later than the autumn term.
