Wigan’s Built in Quality Award is based on a national award scheme organised by LABC the national

organisation which represents all 376 Local authorities in England, Wales and Northern Ireland.

E N T R Y is open to any building project large or small, which has used Wigan’s Building Control Service. Last year over
1300 new Building Regulations projects commenced in Wigan.
