Identify the area(s) of concern 

o Understanding of Language 
o Expressive Language 
o Speech immaturities (e.g. lisp)  
o Social communication difficulties 

o Stammer 
o OR Unintelligible Speech (can’t 

be understood by the majority of 
adults/peers known to the child) 

o OR Advised by ELCC Team to 
refer
